Helping Students with Pronunciation

Each module should take about 5 hours. You can study at a time convenient for you, 
but each task must be completed by the specified deadline. Collaboration is a key 
part of the course, although this doesn’t mean you have to be online at the same 
time as your peers. However, it’s important you keep to the task deadlines to enable 
everyone to complete the necessary work. At the end of each module there will be 
a live online session, timetabled for a day and time that suits the majority. For those 
that are unable to attend the live session, it will be recorded and uploaded to the site.

This course is for English language teachers who would like to explore in more depth 
how they can help their learners with their pronunciation.
